Non Dependant Deductions
Please find below the weekly deductions made in respect of non dependants living in a household.  Deductions are based on the gross weekly income and there is a deduction per non-dependant.

However, if there are 2 non-dependants who are married or in a relationship, the normal rule is to add together all their income and base the deduction on their combined income.  There are exceptions to this rule, please contact a Customer Advisor for more details.
The standard Housing Benefit deductions are based on a tenant being charged rent for every week of the year, known as a 52 week rent.  However, some tenants may get rent free weeks and so the deductions have to be apportioned over the number of weeks they pay rent.  The figures below therefore also include customers who have 4 rent free weeks a year (known as a 48 week rent), as a guideline.  This related to most tenants of Bromsgrove District Housing Trust, who have rent free weeks.  Council Tax Benefit deductions are not affected by this.
