Extra Housing and
Council Tax Bene�t
Do you or your partner receive Child Bene�t?
Have you or your partner claimed Housing or 
Council Tax Bene�t in the past and been refused 
because your income is too high?

If so, then new changes in the law may mean your current Bene�t 
entitlement may increase or you may now be entitled to help
towards your Rent and/or Council Tax.
From November 2nd 2009 the amount of Child Bene�t you receive will 
be completely disregarded in the calculation of Housing and Council 
Tax Bene�t. This means if you have been refused Bene�t in the past 
because your income was too high, you may now be entitled to help.
What if I am already in receipt of Housing and/or 
Council Tax Bene�t?
If you are already in receipt of either of the above Bene�ts, you will 
not need to contact us. Your claim will be automatically re-assessed 
and if your entitlement changes, we will write to you nearer the time 
to tell you about the change to your Bene�t. The table below is a basic 
guide to the approximate amount your Bene�t may increase by:

If you are entitled to one of the above Bene�ts, but not the other, you 
will have to make a claim for the Bene�t you are not currently getting. 
Please see details below on how to claim.
What if I am not getting Housing/Council Tax Bene�t?
If you are not currently in receipt of either Housing or Council Tax 
Bene�t you will have to make an application. An application must be 
made by completing one of our Bene�t claim forms. You can get a 
Bene�t claim form by:
