5 Go through this and cross 50 metres to another
gate and then follow the right hand fence to reach 
a track to Spout House. Cross the track to reach an
open field. At the marker post go diagonally across
this field aiming for a gate about 100 metres to the
left of farm barns. Go right after the gate towards
the barns for 50 metres. At the marker post go left
making for three trees on the other side of the
field. Go to the right of the facing hedge and 
marker post for 50 metres to another marker post.
Go diagonally right across the field to a kissing gate
on the other side and a footbridge. Afterwards go
left through 3 fields to reach the A448 again at a
stile to the left of Battlefield Farm. Go left on the
pavement back to the Lay-by.
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Leave the Lay-by and go right following the pavement 
past Battlefield Farm to reach the car park of the Park 
Gate Inn and go to the bottom of the car park. Leave 
by a gate and high steps at the rear of the car park 
down into a field. Keep to the right hand hedge or 
fence through 5 fields and paddocks, gates and kissing 
gates to reach a stile onto Fockbury Road. Cross the 
road to another stile and make for a farm gate in the 
far corner and keeping to the right hand hedge reach 
a gate into a wood. Follow the path to a marker post 
before going down left to a gate, a flight of steps and 
a footbridge.

After the footbridge go left following the stream to
arrive at a stile and then a series of gates and small
fields roughly following the stream to arrive on a
tarmac drive at Priory Cottage. Turn left and go down 
the drive for 100 metres to Priory Road. Cross Priory 
Road to a galvanised gate and follow this enclosed 
path which eventually leads to a surfaced lane. Turn 
right with the lane to enter Woodland Road and 
continue forward passing Victoria Road on the right 
and then around a right hand bend to reach 
Church Road.

Go right down Church Road and cross Victoria Road 
and then Priory Road before passing Dodford Village 
Hall on your right and enter a wooded area. Follow the 
path through to a field and then along a right hand 
fence to a narrowtarmac road - Whinfield Road. 
Go left on Whinfield Road for 400 metres and then go 
right towards the Dodford Inn passing it on your left 
before going down a path with steps to a stream. 
Go left for 50 metres to reach Alfred’s Well Lane.

Go right following the road uphill to a lane from the 
left at Top o’ the Hill House sign posted Bournheath. 
Go left and after 20 metres go right to follow a hedge 
on your left hand side. At the gap go through and 
follow the same hedge on the other side to a gate on 
the right in the bottom corner.
