ADVICE TO APPLICANT / NEW PURCHASER

If an UNPURCHASED GRAVE is requested, anyone, including a Funeral Director, can sign the declaration. The Council will hold all rights over the use of such a grave in the future.

If a NEW PURCHASED grave is requested, the ‘Applicant’ named in Section 3 will become the owner of exclusive right of burial in the grave. After the burial, the ‘Applicant’ will receive a Deed of Grant which confirms this and ownership will be recorded in the cemetery registers. Ownership entitles the owner to be buried in the grave after his or her death.

If it is intended that someone other than the owner will be buried in the grave at a later date, the name of that person should be entered in Section 5. This will also be entered in the registers and on the Deed, which will avoid delays in obtaining authorisation for their burial. 

AUTHORISATION FOR USE OF AN EXISTING PURCHASED GRAVE.

 “No body shall be buried, or cremated human remains interred or scattered, in or over any grave or vault in which an exclusive right of burial for the time being subsists except by, or with the consent in writing of, the owner of the right.” This requirement “shall not extend to the body, or remains, of the person who immediately before his death was the owner of the right; or any other person specified in the deed of grant or in an endorsement thereon made at the request of the owner for the time being of the right by the officer appointed for that purpose by the burial authority.” (Local Authorities Cemeteries Order 1977 Article 10(6))
If a deceased person is to be buried in an EXISTING PURCHASED GRAVE and the deceased was the owner of exclusive right of burial in the grave or if they were named on the Deed of Grant by the owner of that right, anyone can authorise use of the grave for that purpose. The person who authorises the burial will be invited to have the right of burial in the grave transferred to him/herself or another person following the funeral.

If a deceased person is to be buried in an EXISTING PURCHASED GRAVE and the deceased was not the owner of the right of burial, and not named on the Deed by the owner, then authorisation must be given by the owner or an appropriate person as described below, before the grave can be opened. 

SIMPLY BEING IN POSSESSION OF A DEED OF GRANT FOR A GRAVE DOES NOT ENTITLE A PERSON TO MAKE USE OF IT. 

In most cases, the owner of exclusive right of burial in a grave authorises use of the grave. If the owner is incapable of signing through ill health, then a person who can prove that they have power of attorney over the owner’s affairs may give authorisation.

If the owner is deceased, then their executor or appointed administrator is entitled to administer their estate. This includes the right of burial in their grave and so he/she may authorise use of the grave. A copy of a valid will, a Grant of Probate or Letters of Administration must be attached to this form. If preferred, an owner, executor or legal representative can also give written consent for another person, such as another family member or a funeral director to authorise use of the grave. That person will be invited to have the right of burial in the grave transferred to him/her self following the funeral.

If the owner has died intestate and there is no documentary proof available to show that any one is entitled to their estate, it will be necessary to carry out a transfer of ownership by means of a statutory declaration made subject to the Statutory Declarations Act of 1835. This must take place before the grave is opened for burial. Such a declaration can be prepared by ourselves on request and must be witnessed by a solicitor or  Justice of the Peace. There may be a small charge for this at the solicitors. Most solicitors practising family law are willing to witness such declarations at short notice.

Where an owner has died intestate, it should be noted that the next of kin is the person to whom right of burial is normally transferred by declaration. In such cases, the rules of intestacy apply as laid down in the Administration of Estates Act 1925. The primary next of kin is always the wife, husband or civil partner. If the spouse or civil partner has died, then any children of the deceased owner are the next of kin. Where there are no children, then the parents of the deceased owner are the next of kin followed by any brothers or sisters.

Ownership may also be transferred to another person with the written consent of such a next of kin, or to one of the next of kin with the consent of the others. It should be noted that all entitled next of kin must give written consent to any transfer.

In the event of one of the next of kin declining to give consent, the grave, regrettably, cannot be opened. It should also be noted that the entitlement of a partner of the owner, where no formal contract of marriage or partnership exists, may be superseded by any children form a previous formal marriage. All children, regardless of legitimacy, have equal entitlement.

In circumstances where ownership is unclear it is imperative that you contact our office for advice BEFORE scheduling a time for a burial. In most cases there will be very little delay. We can advise you and issue transfer forms for signature very quickly. 

6. DECLARATION AND AUTHORISATION BY THE APPLICANT / NEW PURCHASER / OWNER (See advice notes)
I have read the information DETAILED above AND WITH THAT UNDERSTANDING I request / consent to the opening of a grave as specified ABOVE IN SECTION 1. I ALSO understand that:-

(A) Exclusive Right of Burial does not imply ownership of any land. It gives the owner the right to request burial of human remains in the grave.


(B) Exclusive Right of Burial includes the right to place a memorial on the grave. There is no right to place any memorial on an unpurchased grave.


(C) Exclusive Right of Burial is only granted subject to payment of the correct fee.


(D) If the grave is in a lawn area it will be grassed over after allowing time for settlement.


(E) Memorials may be placed only on the foundation provided on the grave.


(F) By requesting the burial I am agreeing to adhere to the cemetery rules and regulations. A copy of which should be requested prior to the interment taking place.
