Continue along Gunner
Lane, passing Holywell School on your left.

Take the bridle path on the left and go steeply
uphill until you reach the gate at the top.

Follow this
grassy track until it joins the North Worcestershire
Path at a large gate.

IE' Follow the path to the left and go through another
gate. Go gently uphill until you reach a signpost
pointing to footpath on the left. Follow this
downhill back to the finish at the country park.
